When you are away from home, eating is more than just a way to keep your stomach full.
Sharing a meal with others is a kind of communication. When you are in a foreign country,
saying yes to the food on your plate is important. It means that you accept the host, the country,
and the company. That’s why most experienced travelers try to eat everything everywhere, even
if the dish looks strange.

What would people in the United States think of a visitor who didn’t want to try a bite of
homemade apple pie or a sizzling steak? What would they think of a guest who didn’t want to
taste an oyster or a lobster? A lobster, for example, may remind people of something from a
science fiction movie, not something you eat with melted butter. We often feel uncomfortable
with food that are unfamiliar with. However, food that seems strange in one culture may be a
favorite food in another. For instance, sheep’s eyeballs may be unfamiliar in some parts of the
world, but in Saudi Arabia, they are a delicacy. In parts of Colombia, roasted ants are.

Can you refuse such food without being rude? Most experienced business travelers say no.
You should at least take a few bites. It helps, though, to cut things into very thin slices. This way,
you won’t notice the texture or remember where it came from. Or, “Swallow it quickly,” as one
traveler recommends. “I still can’t tell you what roasted ants taste like.” And when you are
wondering about the taste, “it tastes just like chicken” is often thankfully true. Even when the
“it” 1s really rat or snake.

Another useful piece of advice is this: It’s better if you don’t know what you are eating. Don’t
ask what’s for dinner. Avoid glancing into the kitchen or looking at restaurant menus. Your host
will be very happy because you are eating the food that he or she offers. And who knows?
Maybe it really is chicken in that stew.
